The Organization 

The Regional Environmental Centre for Central Asia (CAREC) is an independent, non-profit, non-political, international organisation assisting the Central Asian governments, regional and international stakeholders in addressing environmental and sustainability challenges across Central Asia. By promoting dialogue and collaboration among all environmental stakeholders, CAREC has today become a leading regional knowledge hub in the field of environment and sustainable development recognized by national, regional and international partners.

About the Project

The Smart Waters Project (Вода, образование и сотрудничество) supports USAID Central Asia regional mission’s Development Objective on “Enhanced Regional Cooperation on Shared Water Resources”. The Project was commenced in October 2015 and is implemented by the Regional Environmental Center for Central Asia (CAREC) in six countries of Central Asian Region (CAR): Afghanistan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan.

Within the Smart Waters Project CAREC aims to support development of a system that addresses the knowledge disconnect in of the region, helps to build working relations among water managers and specialists in Central Asia (CA) and Afghanistan, and to demonstrate the potential of the basin management approach and cooperation with the academia. 
Objective of Assignment
The expert will conduct three days training on international water law for national partners of the project: Department of water management and melioration of Minsitry of agriculture, food industry and melioration and State agency on environment protection and forestry in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan and other relevant partners in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan.

He/she will develop necessary information materials for presentations, handouts and final report. In addition, on the third day of the training he/she will cooperate with national expert on Kyrgyz water law and contribute to discussions.

Duration and Length of the Assignment
Within the period from August 10, 2018 till September 15, 2018 the expert will prepare presentations for the training, conduct training in Bishkek and final report on the conducted event. The length of this assignment is estimated at 20 working days.
Requirements/Qualifications:

· Post-graduate degree (PhD) in environmental policy, economics, law related to water resources management;

· At least 10 years of relevant experience in the field of water resources management, natural resources management, environmental policy or related field;

· Good knowledge of current state in water sector, economics, development of the country;

· Demonstrated ability to synthesize technical, economic and political information to develop relevant policy documents; 

· Experience of developing analytical reports;

· Fluent in Russian, English is preferential.
· Experience of working cooperatively with partners from international organizations, government officials.
